FAQs

Does it cost anything to be listed in the Guide?

Currently, no. Just the time it takes you to fill out the form! 
(If we begin publishing a print version of the guide, we may implement a fee to help cover printing costs. That’s a question we’ll put to you depending on the success of the online version.)

Who can be listed in the Guide?

We invite any grower/producer within our target area to be listed in the directory. For practical purposes, we define that area as including the following counties:

Montana: Valley, Daniels, Sheridan, Roosevelt, McCone, Richland, Garfield, Dawson, Prairie, Wibaux, Rosebud, Custer, Fallon, Treasure, Powder River and Carter.

North Dakota: Divide, Williams, McKenzie, Dunn, Golden Valley, Billings, Stark, Slope, Hettinger, Bowman, and Adams.
Keep in mind that the primary audience for the Local Buyers Guide is the individual consumer. (We are in the process of forming the Farm-to-Table Co-op to assist growers in marketing to stores, restaurants, and institutional food services.) 
If you are not set up for direct retail sales, but your produce/product is available at stores or other outlets within the region, simply direct customers as to where they can find your products under availability. Also, Farm-to-Table may be able to help you with packaging certain products (grains, beans, etc) for retail sales, if there is interest. 
Aren’t there already directories of farms in Montana & North Dakota?


State-wide farm directories do exist for both Montana and North Dakota, published by the Alternative Energy Resource Organization, in MT, and the North Dakota Department of Agriculture. These are great resources and we encourage growers to list themselves in these directories in addition to our Local Buyer’s Guide. However, there are currently very few listings in either directory for the area targeted by the Farm-To-Table project. Our goal in creating the Local Buyer’s Guide is to help consumers find food sources specifically within our area. Emphasis on the local.
